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CHAIR’S REPORT 2022/2023

On behalf of the Board, it is my pleasure to report on the 2022-2023 activities of the New Zealand Golf Industry Council. 
Recovery from COVID is well underway and it is pleasing to note that many clubs and golf businesses continue to flourish in terms of membership and turnover despite all the flags indicating that trading was going to be difficult. Memberships, playing numbers, rounds played, and club bottom line profit are up, courses are in great condition despite excessive rain in some parts of the country, tourists are flocking to NZ for their golfing holidays and demand for course machinery is at an all-time high with long production lead times, all very positive indicators that golf in NZ is in a very good space.
              THE WHOLE OF GOLF “GOLF MATTERS” CONFERENCE 2022 
The major focus point for the period under review was the 2022 Golf Matters Conference at the spectacular new Te Pae Convention Centre in Christchurch. The Board contracted event management of the Conference to Denise Langdon and Kim Buckley from ParNZ who did a wonderful job in promoting the event, finding suitable speakers, and putting together a very professional event attended by 330 delegates. It is pleasing to report that boosted by tremendous financial support from TourismNZ and ChristchurchNZ the event was able to turn in a healthy profit.
THE WHOLE OF GOLF “GOLF MATTERS” CONFERENCE 2024
NZGIC is contracted to hold a further Golf Matters Conference at Te Pae Convention Centre Christchurch in 2024 and it is pleasing to note that both Tourism NZ and ChristchurchNZ have pledged the same level of financial support ($45K) as for the 2022 event.
We can confirm that August 5-7, 2024, have been penciled in as the provisional dates for the 2024 Golf Matters Conference. We promise that the Conference will be bigger, better, more exciting and with greater attendance numbers than last and strongly suggest that you add those dates to your diary now and include an estimate of expenditure in your 2024 budget.
THE FUTURE - NZGIC FUNDING
In 2017 the Council was setup as a subscription-based model with the idea that any surplus funds generated through membership and events would be invested in an industry focused research project “the economic benefits of the golf industry to the New Zealand economy”. However, COVID put paid to those plans and since then membership of the Council has been subscription free. 
The 2022 Conference provided an excellent lift to the Council’s finances and there is hope that a repeat in 2024 would provide the bulk of the funding needed to complete that piece of research.
The Board has discussed in depth the most appropriate membership model going forward and the Chair will update members with further information at the AGM. 
BOARD REPRESENTATION
The Board acknowledges the work that its members commit to on a purely voluntary basis with a special thanks going to retiring members Spencer Cooper as the NZ Golf Course Superintendents Association representative, Dean Murphy as the Golf New Zealand representative. They have been replaced by the very capable Jason Perkins and Thiem Nguyen respectively. 
Special thanks also to the other members of the team who have given of their time. Their collective input is invaluable.
